1 Aims

To provide enjoyable, safe racing for the Dart 18 Class.
2 Rules

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing.

3 Advertising

Advertising will be restricted to category A.

4 Eligibility & Entry

The regatta is open to all Dart 18’s helmed by a fully paid up member of UKIDA.
The boat must be helmed by the person in whose name the entry has been accepted.

Eligible competitors may enter by completing the entry form with the required fee in person at FFSC.

5 Fees

The entry fee for the regatta is £40 per boat, this includes an evening meal for the helm and crew at FFSC at 2000 hrs on Saturday 19th June 2010.
6 Schedule

Registration
Sat 19th June in the Clubhouse between 1030 and 1300 hrs
Briefing

Sat 19th June in or around the FFSC Clubhouse at 1230 hrs
Racing
Sat 19th June 1st warning signal 1355 Race 1, Races 2 & 3 to follow ASAP 



Sun 20th June 1st warning signal 1025 Race 4, Races 5 & 6 to follow ASAP 
The last possible starting signal on 20th June will be 1400 hrs

Consecutive races will be started as soon as practicable after the end of the previous race.

7 Measurement

It is the duty of each competitor to ensure that their boat complies with the class rules.
8 Insurance

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of £2 000 000 per event or the equivalent.

9 Sailing Instructions

The sailing instructions will be available at registration. 

10 Prizes & Trophies
Prizes will be awarded for the top 5 boats overall and the top 3 boats on handicap according to UKIDA handicap rules.
11 Disclaimer of Liability

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to race.  The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.

It is for competitors to decide whether their boat and its helm and crew are fit to sail in the conditions that they might find. By launching or going to sea competitors confirm their boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail and compete in them.

Neither the provision of patrol boats nor the granting of parental consent relieves the boat of its responsibilities.

12 Data Protection Act

In participating in this regatta, a competitor automatically grants the Organising Authority, the event sponsors and their agents, the right in perpetuity to make use of and show from time to time and at their discretion, any motion pictures, still pictures and live, taped or filmed television and other reproductions of him/her during the period of the event in which the competitor participates and all material related to the event without compensation.  The competitor also grants the Organising Authority, the event sponsors and their agents, the right in perpetuity to publish to the Internet details the competitor has supplied.
13 Arrival and boat parking

On arrival at the sailing club car/dinghy park boats and trailers are to be unhitched from the car/motor home. The car/motor home is to be parked where directed by club officials. Boats and trailers are to be moved to the rigging area. Once boats with large wheeled launching trollies are rigged they are to be moved onto the sea wall and then to the launching area on the beach to the south of the club dinghy park. Boats with small wheel launching trollies are to remain in the rigging area until ready to launch. Detailed launching instructions will be provided on arrival and by the Beachmaster.
14 Accommodation
Camping

FFSC has been granted use of the Millennium Green for camping for this open meeting for £5 per tent per night on the condition that tents are pitched in the designated area. Competitors are reminded that Felixstowe Ferry is a residential area and competitors are asked to respect this and return quietly to tents at the end of the evening. No litter is to be left on the Millennium Green. No vehicles are allowed onto the Millennium Green.
Motorhomes/Campervans
A designated area will be made available at the south end of the FFSC car park. The fee is £5 per night/per van.
