National Squib Class East Coast Championship 2010

Sailing Instructions
1  Rules
1.1 Racing will be governed by:
  

A) The rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing (R.R.S.). 
B) The Sailing Instructions (S.I.)

C) The National Squib Class rules

D) The Notice of Race
1.2 Competitor advertising will be restricted as require by ISAF regulation 20.

1.3 R.R.S. rules 44.1 & 44.2 are changed by S.I. 12 
2  Notice to Competitors
2.1 Notice to competitors will be posted on the Official Notice Board located in the clubhouse or in the briefing area.
3  Changes in Sailing Instructions
3.1    Any changes in the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the Official Notice Board at least two hours before the advertised starting time of the race or races concerned.  Changes to the schedule of races will be posted as soon as possible and at least before 2000 hrs if the changes affect the next day’s schedule. Competitors will be notified by flag I flown from the Crows Nest.
4  Signals Made Ashore
4.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed from the Crows Nest.
4.2 When flag AP is displayed ashore accompanied by a sound signal, the delay period before the next start will be a minimum of 60 minutes.
5  Schedule of Races
5.1 Saturday 29th May first start 1400 hrs
Sunday 30th May first start 1030 hrs

Monday 31st May firs start 1000 hrs
5.2 Number of races
It is intended that six races be held.
5.3  When there has been a long postponement and when more than one race will be held on the same day, the warning signal for the first race and each succeeding race will be made as soon as practicable.
5.4  On the last day of the regatta, no warning signal will be made after 11:30.
6  Class Flags
The class flag will be naval numeral nine.

7  Courses
7.1   The diagram in Appendix A shows the course, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left. There will be a requirement for all boats to pass through the start line as described in S.I. 9.2 after leaving mark 3 each time.

7.2    The Committee Boat may display the approximate compass bearing of the first leg before the warning signal.
7.3
The race area will normally be approximately 1 nautical mile south west of the Woodbridge Haven buoy. When the Committee Boat is on station before the start of a race it will be in accordance with the requirements of the course diagram shown in Appendix A.
8  Marks
8.1  The description of the course marks will be advised at the briefing.
8.2  The starting and finishing marks will be the Committee Boat and the marks as advised at the briefing..
9  The Start
9.1  Races will be started using R.R.S. rule 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the starting signal.
9.2  The starting line will be between a pole on the Committee Boat displaying an orange flag at the starboard end and the port end starting mark. (Mark 4 as shown in Appendix A)
9.3   A boat starting later than 4 minutes after the starting signal may be scored Did Not Start.
9.4   Postponement signal (AP) will be displayed before each start. One minute prior     to the warning signal, AP will be lowered accompanied by a sound signal.
9.5  Starting penalties. R.R.S 30, Black Flag rule, will be applied at the Race Officer’s discretion.
10  Change of the next leg of the course
10.1 To change the next leg of a course, the race committee may lay a new mark and remove the original mark as soon as practicable.  When in a subsequent change a new mark is to be positioned, the original mark may be used
10.2  In the event that any mark is moved, other marks may also be moved to    maintain the course configuration without further notification.
10.3 In the event that the windward mark (Mark 1) has been replaced as provided by     S.I. 10.1, there will be no requirement of competitors to observe Mark 2

10.4 When mark(s) are moved in accordance with these provisions code flag M will be flown accompanied by repeated sound signals.

11 The Finish
The Finish Line will normally be between a pole on the Committee Boat displaying a blue flag and Mark 4 except as provided by S.I. 11.2.
11.2 The Race Officer may decide to finish at the weather mark in which case the Finish Line will be between the pole carrying a blue flag on the Committee Boat and the near mark. This mark may have been positioned in accordance with S.I.10.
12  Penalty System
12.1R.R.S. rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including 1 tack and 1 gybe is required when a boat may have broken a rule of Part 2 of the R.R.S while racing.
13  Race Timings
13.1 It is intended that each race lasts a minimum of 45 minutes. No claim for redress by any competitor will be accepted in the event of this provision not being met.
13.2 The time limit is 1 hour 30 minutes.

13.3  Boats failing to finish within 15 minutes of the first boat to finish will be scored Did Not Finish.
14  Protest 
14.1 Protest forms are available from the Club House.  Protests shall be delivered there within protest time limit. 
14.2 The protest time limit for lodging protests will be two hours after the last boat crosses the finish line after the last race of the day. The time and place of hearings and a list informing competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses will be posted on the Official Notice Board.
14.3 Protests and requests for redress will be heard in approximately the order of receipt and as soon as possible after the race(s)
15  Scoring 
15.1 The scoring will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A4, Low Points System.
15.2 When fewer than five races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her races scores.
15.3  When from five to six races have been completed, a boat’s score will be the total of her race scores, excluding her worst score. The Notice of Race is hereby amended.
16 Communication. 

 16.1 All boats may carry a VHF radio and a mobile phone. A boat shall neither make nor receive radio transmissions unless to the Committee Boat. This restriction also applies to mobile phones.

16.2 The Committee Boat will operate on Ch 72 and may indicate start times, countdown to starts, course changes and OCS boats by VHF. Guidance to OCS boats may be transmitted before the start. Boats that have crossed the Start Line and have been recorded OCS may be informed by VHF as soon as possible after the start.
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
