for the day

· Beware – Course Changes since the last WSC Meeting

· Mobile Phones ‘OFF’ please

· Men – white tees    Ladies – red tees

· Preferred lies - on fairways only

· Staked trees - move ball one club length (not nearer to hole – no penalty)

· Out of bounds - (white posts) re-play ball from last position

     (penalty = stroke and distance)

· Replace divots


· Repair pitch marks on green

· When ball lost invite following match through where appropriate

· Clear green immediately following putt-out – mark cards at next tee

· Avoid slow play

· Mark card only with number of shots taken each hole.  Course 

Professional will work out points on completion

· Nearest Pin   Enter name and move board to new location if nearer – Men 4th Green / Ladies 11th Green

· Longest drive   Enter name and move board to new location if you have driven further (must be on fairway)
