Make entry forms & moneybox available to competitors.            

Check flag roll, results sheet, pens, hooter etc.

Check Fuel & Oil Levels.

Tishan is not permitted to moor on the jetty

Course  (See Over)

If a fixed mark cannot be used due to wind direction lay an inflatable leeward mark approx ½ mile directly downwind of windward Mark.



Start line to be 1/3 distance to windward mark.

Start line to be at right angles to the wind.

Start line to be approximately 50 metres in length.

(Slight port bias preferred, also be aware of tides and adjust for their effects)

Pin end to be on the PORT side of the committee boat.

When on station raise Orange flag. [image: image1.png]



Display course on Course Board and number of rounds.

Use your judgement on setting the number of rounds for each class. (Wind & tide!)

Raise AP to postpone any race [image: image2.png]


 + two sound signals.

Lower 1 minute before start + one sound signal.

Darts: Triangle + Sausage = 1 round

Record start times

All competitors must pass through the start/finish line on each upwind leg.

It is not permitted to pass through the start/finish line on downwind legs.

Failure to comply- disqualification.

Finish

Hoist blue flag. [image: image6.png]



Record finish times.

Shorten course if required: Raise ‘S’ flag and make two sound signals before leading boat reaches finish. [image: image7.png]
