Conditions of Entry

The entry of the above boat is conditional on acceptance of the following by the owner/competitor racing the boat:

1. A boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in the Notice of Race Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.

2. It is for the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she finds herself. By launching or going to sea, the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and her crew is competent to sail and compete in them. The attention of all competitors is drawn to RRS Fundamental Rule 3 – (Decision to Race) “A boat is solely responsible for deciding whether or not to start or continue racing.”

3. The boat shall comply with all class rules including buoyancy and safety provisions.

4. Nothing done by the organising authority and all parties involved with the organisation of the event can reduce the responsibility of the boat, nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, either prior to, during or after this Championship.

5. The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of her responsibilities.

6. All entries shall be in possession of a valid measurement certificate.
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
