Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a 
minimum cover of £2 000 000 per event or the equivalent.

Prizes & Trophies


Prizes will be awarded by the organising authority.

Disclaimer of Liability


Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to 
race.  The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or 
ersonal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the 
regatta.


It is for competitors to decide whether their boat and its helm and crew are fit to sail in 
the conditions that they might find. By launching or going to sea competitors confirm 
their boat is fit for those conditions and that they are competent to sail and compete in 
them.
